Dr. Stephen B. Maurer

Stephen B Maurer (B.A.  Swarthmore 1967,  Ph.D. Princeton 1972) is  a
Professor of Mathematics at Swarthmore College.  Previously he taught at
the Phillips Exeter Academy, the University of Waterloo in Ontario, Princeton, the Hampshire College summer math enrichment program for high school students and MathPath, a summer enrichment program for middle schoolers.  His research has been in combinatorics, with forays (sometimes continuous) into mathematical  biology,   economics  and  anthropology. One of these forays led to an Allendorfer Award for the article "The King Chicken Theorems".  He is co-author with Anthony Ralson of "Discrete Algorithmic Mathematics" and with George Berszenyi of The MAA Contest Problem Book V.  He is currently Editor of the MAA Notes series.

“Advising Precollege Mathematics Programs”

One can complain about the math preparation of students coming to college, or one can try to do something about it. The speaker has been fortunate to be involved with two secondary school math curriculum projects and has also advised two Pennsylvania school districts. Using these examples, he will urge you to get involved, suggest how it can be done, and show that one gains as much as one gives. He will close with a particular issue: the articulation between high school and university math.  Because there are school districts on each side of the math wars, and universities on each side, today articulation is particularly vexing. While most of the talk will promote peaceful coexistence - it is meant to be helpful and encouraging to mathematicians on all sides of the war - at the end he may actually shoot a salvo, for the purpose of animated discussion of course.
